The main topics of the course Introduction to the History and Culture of Italy are as
follows: barbarian tribes in Italy — the Goths, the Longobards and the Franks; the
Normans and the birth of the Papal State; the Investiture Controversy — the Emperor
against the Pope; the period of the comune and the transition to the signoria; the
Great Schism within the Catholic Church in the Middle Ages (heresy); the period of
the Renaissance and the beginning of the decline of Italy.

Mazzini's revolutionary nationalism, unifying the process, proclaiming the Kingdom of
Italy; « political development at the end of the 19th century: Crispi, Giolitti. « A brief
overview of the Italian history of the 20th century.
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
