Armstrongtiv véhlas dale rostl a 12. listopadu 1925 zac¢ina jeho éra kapelnika, nahravajiciho pro
znacku OKeh (pozdé¢ji soucast Columbia Records), nejprve s péticlennou formaci, znamou jako ,,Hot
Five®. Od kvétna 1927 se toto kvinteto stiidalo ve studiu s ,,kompletnim* neworleanskym obsazenim,
plnou rytmikou piano-banjo-bass-drums, jako ,,Hot Seven®.
