Jazzman Monk, Baroness Jailed In Delaware
Pianist Thelonius Monk,
one of the innovators of
progressive jazz music, was
jailed in New Castle, Del,,
along with the Baroness
Nica Rothschild de Koe-
nigswarter and saxophonist
Charles Rouse, on charges
of illegal possession of mar-
ijuana and assaulting a Monk and the Baroness.
state trooper. The trio was en route from New York to
the Comedy Club in Baltimore in the Baroness’ $19,000
English-built Bentley limousine. Police said they stopped
at the Park Plaza Motel near New Castle because Monk
wanted a drink of water. But the motel owners, Mr. and
Mrs. Harold Tonge, said Monk began acting strange-
ly and “raved so much,” that they asked him to leave.
When he refused, the Tonges called police. Monk report-
edly attacked State Trooper H. Thomas Little in the motel
and again in the court of Magistrate Samuel J. Hattan,
where the three were taken for arraignment. Bail was set
at $5,300 for Monk on the narcotics and assault charges.
