They use native Korean numbers for years only for small numbers, such as 한한한한해해해해[han hae] and 두두두두해해해해[du hae]



Order of Korean number

Koreans give dates starting from the largest unit to the smallest

This is the opposite of the English expression

Ex) “2:19 p.m., 18 May, 1970” 

“(일)천구백칠십년오월십팔일,오후두시십구분”
