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Choose twelve different souds with fixed characteristics (amplitude,
overtone structure, etc.) Play within the flexible time brackets given. When
the time brackets are connected by a diagonal line they are relatively close
together. When performed as a solo, the first player’s part is used and the
piece is called ONE’.
