ADELAIDE: A research
project in South Australian
schools shows a high level of
racial prejudice among school
children.

Schoolchildren interviewed for
the project showed a deplorable
lack of information about Aus-
tralia and migrants, Dr Roger
Wiseman, of the Siate College of
Advanced Education, said yester-
day.

Dr Wiseman found this preju-

.dice increased as the children got
,older.

+ When questioned about how to
improve Australia, replies by
Some of the children included
“Get rid of Pommics and refu-
gees”, “Shoot the wogs," and
“Not so many Ilalians and
Greeks, they only collect in
gangs"”.

_ Only 68 per cent could name

three famous Germans, with
Hitler heading the list.

Few knew of any living famous
Greeks or ltalians,

Famous “Auystralians" nnmcd
include Benny Hill, Elvis Presley,
Bjorn Bjorg, ABBA, John
Wayne, Bing Crosby, Queen
Elizabeth and Prinoce Charles.

“The project demonstrated the
powerful impact of mass media
on the development in children of
ethnic, racial and national stere-
otypes,” college education lees
turer Mr Frank Golding said,

“Such findings show that tele-
vision has a much stronger in-
fMluence on how children sce their
own national adentity than does
the school curriculum,"

Mr Golding is an organiser of
a national conference on the me-
dia and prejudice to be held in
Adelaide in January.
