¢ Summary of your presentation (make it clear it is about your
presentation), 150-250 words, worth 8 points

e Submit it in a printed form on the day of your presentation

¢ Include your name, study group, the number of words and the title

of the presentation above the text itself
¢ Fixed structure:
o introductory sentence(s) (including the purpose statement)
o key points briefly described
o conclusion
¢ Impersonal style> the presentation deals with, the main purpose/ aim

of the presentation is

¢ Do not write about details
