Od konce 19. stoleti prochazela Cina bouflivym obdobim, béhem kterého hledala své budouci
politické a ideologické smétfovani. Cilem kurzu je studenty seznamit prednimi osobnostmi
¢inské politiky, kteti se zcela zadsadné podileli na formovani statni politiky, ideologie a tim 1
déjinného vyvoje. Béhem kurzu bude detailnéji piedstaven osobni zivot vybranych politiki,
Sunjatsena, Cankajska, Mao Zedonga a Deng Xiaopinga, a jejich ideologické nazory, které se
vyznamné podilely na soudobych ¢inskych déjinnych meznicich.

China had been going through a turmoil period since the 19™ century. During those turbulence
decades Chinese policymakers, philosophers and thinkers were looking for future political
and ideological approaches that would solve Chinese problems. The goal of this course is to
introduce the main Chinese leaders and politicians - Sun Yat-sen, Chaing Kai-shek, Mao
Zedong and Deng Xiaoping - who formed China’s development in the 20™ century.
