Predmét podava zakladni prehled o kofenech a historickém vyvoji novopohanstvi (jindy
nazyvaného té7 moderni ¢i soucasné pohanstvi) ve svété i v Cesku a Slovensku, zékladni
informace o nejvyznamnéjSich novopohanskych hnutich, stejné jako o vztahu soucasného
pohanstvi a moderni spoleCnosti (institucionalizace novopohanskych hnuti, diskriminace
modernich pohanti, pohansky radikalismus, politickda a hodnotova orientace modernich
pohand, atd.) a vyvoji a trendech v tzv. Pagan Studies, tedy akademickém studiu moderniho
pohanstvi.

znat zakladni faktické informace o sou¢asném pohanstvi;

* obeznamen s kofeny, vyvojem a typologii novopohanskych hnuti;

* schopen orientace ve vztahu soucasného pohanstvi a moderni spolecnosti;
* obeznamen s vyvojem a trendy ve studiu soucasného pohanstvi;

* schopen analyzovat teoretické a metodologické problémy studia soucasného pohanstvi
a priciny obtiZi, které ovliviiuji konstruovani soucasného pohanstvi jako védecké
kategorie.

Podminky tspéSného ukonceni kurzu jsou:

3) odevzdani odborné eseje na vybrané téma souvisejici s predmétem kurzu, ktera bude mit
dvé az tfi normostrany (3 600 az 5 400 znakii), bude psana korektni ceStinou/slovenstinou (po
domluvé také anglictinou) bez pravopisnych chyb a ve vétach, které davaji smysl. Eseje
vkladejte do slozky ,,Zavérecna esej ve studijnich materidlech. Maximalni pocet bodt, které
je mozno za esej ziskat, je 100, minimum pro uspésné absolvovani je 60 bodi).
Celkem je tedy nutné ziskat z testu a eseje alespon 120/200 bodt, pricemz z kazdého je nutno
ziskat alespon 60 bodt (neni tedy mozZné kurz tispéSné absolvovat pfi ziskani napt. 100 bodu
z testu a 20 bodi za esej).

Annotation

The course gives basic overview of the roots and historical development of Neo-Paganism
(often called also Modern or Contemporary Paganism(s)) in the world as well as in the Czech
and Slovak Republic, basic information on remarkable Neo-Pagan movements, as well as on
the relation of Contemporary Paganism and Modern Society (institutionalization of Neo-
Pagan movements, discrimination of Modern Pagans, Pagan radicalism, political and value
orientation of Modern Pagans, etc.) and the development and trends in Pagan Studies, i.e. the
academic study of Contemporary Paganism.

After finishing the course the student will:

* Know basic facts about Contemporary Paganism
* Know the roots, evolution and typology of Neo-Pagan movements

* Be able to orientate himself in the relation of Contemporary Paganism and modern
society

* Know the evolution and trends in the study of Contemporary Paganism

* Be able to analyze theoretical and methodological problems of the study of

Contemporary Paganism and the causes of troubles that affect the construction of
Contemporary Pagansim as a scientific category

Prerequisities

For students of the Study of Religions, a prerequisite is the completion of the course
Introduction to the Study of Religions. The capability of students from other fields will be
assessed individually.

Learning methods

The course consists of lectures and discussions in classes. Part of home preparation is reading
of the provided literature.

Methods of assessment

To absolve this course the students are required to:
1) Actively participate in classes.
2) Pass the final test (at least 60 points out of 100).

3) Submit an essay on chosen topic related to the course subject. The essay will have 2-3
pages (i.e. 3,600-5,400 characters), will be written in correct English (Czech/Slovak) without
typos or grammatical errors. Essays are to be submitted into the appropriate folder in Study
materials in the Information system. The maximum of points attributable for the essay is 100,
minimal gain for passing is 60.

The minimal gain from the test and essay is therefore 120/200 points together, whereas it is
necessary to gain at least 60 points from each - i.e. it is not enough to get e.g. 100 points from
the test and 20 points from the essay).
