We have a B9(de) structure when an adjective is followed by the
structural particle #J(de). Grammatically, a #J(de) structure is
equivalent to a noun. When Bai Ying'ai says, “ftt 2 —1 B #(ta shi yi
ge nan de),” it is clear from the context that she means a male(one).

If a noun serves as the unchanged subject in a continuous
discourse, its later appearances in the ensuing clauses or sentences
generally should be substituted by an appropriate pronoun or simply
omitted. The pronoun, in turn, can also be omitted after its first

appearance.
