At the faculty of
Fconomics in Banska Bystrica we had very interesting Fnglish teacher and the lectures very
great, but [ did not have enough contact with the language outside of school. I decided to got
back to learning by myself.. many tines. I tried a lot of methods but each time T gave up
because of lack of motivation or my frustration of Jeaming again something that I had already
known or whatever?

Last year when T have stared my master’s degree programne, | decided to become a member
of ESN community. I made a couple of great friends who [ am still in contact with and my
falking abilty got a ltle beter, This summer T spent in the USA which was a big test for me
and my English.
