o Bargaining is expected almost everywhere in
mainland China. Even in mid-priced department
stores, it doesn’t hurt to ask if you could get a
discount. That is because department stores
sometimes rent counter space to private vendors
and manufacturers. How much you end up
paying depends on your bargaining skills. Often,
you can start bargaining by cutting the offering
price as much as fifty percent, particularly when
buying clothes and shoes. However, there’s no
bargaining in supermarkets, large chain stores
like Wal-Mart, or upscale department stores, and

there is no sales tax in China.

9 If you open a personal bank account in China,
you will receive a deposit book along with an
ATM card. However, you won’t receive a
checkbook since personal checking
accounts are not common in China.
