The idea is
based on an old legend about a cowherd (—"'}'_ ﬁl_s, Niulang) and a heavenly weaving
maiden (é{%'ﬁt/?}{ "ﬁ‘, Zhinl), who fall in love with each other and have two beautiful
children. However, fate intervenes. According to one version of the story, the Queen
Mother of the West recalls the Weaver Girl from the earth. The lovers are cruelly
scparated by the Milky Way, created by the Queen Mother with a flourish of her gold
hairpin. A flock of magpies takes pity on the distraught Cowherd and Weaver Girl and
forms a bridge, thus allowing them to be reunited. The Queen Mother is moved too,
and agrees to let the lovers and their children come together as a family once a year on
the bridge of magpies, on the seventh day of the seventh month of the lunar calendar.
