Adjectives

can be divided into two groups based on their stress: stem stressed (-buit/

uit) and end stressed (-oii). If the adjective is end stressed (-oi1), the

feminine (as well as neuter and plural) endings are also stressed. In the

stem-stressed adjectives, the choice between the endings -b1it and -wmif is

determined by a spelling rule:

Spelling Rule 1: | After Kk, r, X, K, 4, m, and m, write u, not bi.

Spelling rule 1 applies to many other situations that you will encounter. It
helps to memorize the rule now.
