(47).' but was not part of the LH I Mycenaean corpus, probably because goblets in the Grey and
Yellow Minyan tradition continued to be made. It has a wide metallic handle, sometimes with a
clay rivet at the top.

The other domestic shapes may also take on metallic attributes. The piriform jar is found with
a groove down the centre of the handle (71); the wide flat rim is also a metallic feature. The hole-
mouthed jar and rounded and straight-sided alabastra may also sometimes have a grooved handle.
The cup, like the goblet, may have a wide ribbon handle with a clay rivet at the top

Palatial Class  (84-90)

‘The palatial shapes are those copied from the Cretan repertory. Their development is illustrated

(48-49)

Large jar (84). The jar has a mixed Mainland and Minoan erigin deriving from the MM III/LM I
form and from the MH II/LH I type. The fusion may have come about from the presence of
Cretan jars in Messenia and Laconia, either imported or made locally by immigrant Cretan
potters. The features of these jars were copied and blended with those of the Mainland jar. The
latter had a globular hody with two or three horizontal handles set diagonally on the shoulder.!*
In LH IIA one version of the form is found with three handles which are now set upright instead
of diagonally. As a result of Cretan influence in this phase another version became more pear
shaped and a type with three rows of three vertical handles in imitation of LM IB types became
popular (54, 69). Metallic features can be seen in the neck ring and the groove or spine along
the centre of the handles.

Bridge-spouted jug (85). Ceramic versions are known from MM I onwards, but the LM 1 ex
amples and their Mainland counterparts differ from the earlier ones in that they have metallic
features, such as a neck ring and a laid-on handle with a central groove
