Plagiarism (from the Latin plagiare, "to kidnap") is the practice of claiming, or implying,
original authorship of (or incorporating material from) someone else's written or creative

In the academic world, plagiarism by students is a very serious offense that can result in

punishments such as a failing grade on the particular 7) (typically at ASSIGN
the high school level) or a failing grade for the course (typically at the college or university

level).

Repetition in student projects or paper topics between academic terms and years provides

students with ample resources from which to plagiarize. Many students feel pressured to get

papers done well and quickly, and with the 8) of new technology ACCESS
(The Internet) it is quite possible for students to plagiarize by copying and pasting information

from another source. This type of plagiarism is often easily detected by teachers, for several

reasons. First, students' choice of sources is frequently 9) as well; ORIGIN
instructors may receive the same passage copied from a popular source (such as Wikipedia)

from several students. Second, it is often easy to tell whether or not a student is using his or

her own "voice."
