Stressed to the Tooth: Stress, health and dental cortisol concentrations in modern and past
populations

Abstract:

As seen in both past and contemporary societies, stress has a significant impact upon health
and wellbeing. However, the relationship between stress, disease, and mortality has generated
interpretive challenges for biological anthropologists and palaeopathologists studying health
in past populations. Cortisol, known as ‘the stress hormone’, plays a primary role in the
body's stress response. Therefore, cortisol concentrations have the potential to act as a direct
indicator of stress, which may not be subject to the same interpretive limitations as traditional
skeletal stress indicators. Although a significant focus in modern clinical research, only a few
studies have analyzed cortisol in archaeological human remains and these have been limited
to hair. For the first time, cortisol has been detected and analysed from within archaeological
tooth structures. The relationship between dental cortisol concentrations and commonly
recorded skeletal stress indicators is also explored. Given the high survival of teeth in
archaeological contexts, dental cortisol concentrations have the potential to provide an
important new avenue for research on stress in the past.

Rare diseases in Iceland from past to present: an anthropological perspective

Abstract: The lecture will present several archaeological case studies of rare pathological
conditions from throughout Icelandic history (AD c. 871-1900). Using data derived from
isotope, trace element, ancient dna and palaeopathological analyses, it will discuss the impact
of these conditions on people and their communities in the past as well as make
considerations about the relevance of rare diseases in the past to people living in present day
Iceland.

Bio: Joe W Walser 11 has a BA in Anthropology from Temple University, a MSc in
Palaeopathology from Durham University, and has recently completed his PhD at the
University of Iceland. His doctoral research focused on using palaeopathological indicators,
isotope analyses and trace element analyses to investigate the relationship between health,
diet, provenance and the natural environment. He works at the National Museum of Iceland as
a curator of collections and is currently working on collaborative research projects using
methods in ancient DNA and archaeometry.

The Archaeology of Waiat’s Saga in Torres Strait, far north Australia

Annotation:

Sagas featuring Viking era voyages, migrations and family feuds may be familiar to this
audience but how much is known about the epic narratives of Torres Strait Islanders? In this
seminar we explore a 'Culture Hero' story that spans Papua New Guinea, western, central and
Eastern Torres Strait. Archaeological excavations at ‘Waiat's Lodges', places associated with



initiation and funerary ceremonies brought by this Culture Hero, provide insights into
transitioning ritual across the Coral Sea corridor. Archaeological and ethnographic data
further allow us to reassess, from an Australian perspective, the role and relevance of
mythology for understanding human histories.

CV is a Senior Lecturer at the Australian National University’s School of Archaeology and
Anthropology with a research interest in ritual and mythology. Wright practices partnership
archaeology, involving collaborations with Torres Strait Islander and Australian Aboriginal
communities who seek to historicise (through archaeology and oral history) practices and
places of social, political and/ or spiritual significance. Currently he has active projects in
Torres Strait, Arnhem Land and Czech Republic.

The WWII Impact on Human Biology and Health Status

Annotation:

Hunger and psychological stress are mentioned as important factors influencing individuals in
their early and later life development. Extreme conditions spanning the prenatal period
through childhood up to the adolescent transition, influence growth in stature and pubertal
maturation, including menarche. This fact is confirmed by Polish research on women born
during WWII, as a result of which they were shorter and matured later than those from the
pre-war and post-war periods. The impact of extreme conditions on human life in adulthood is
shown by studies of the Dutch Famine in WW1I and the famine in the besieged city of
Leningrad during WWII. In the light of those studies, adverse environmental conditions



occurring in earlier stages of life are result in negative health effects later in life, such as:
postponed menarche and earlier menopause, increased risk of obesity, diabetes, metabolic
disorders and chronic diseases, coronary heart disease, hypertension, glucose intolerance and
mental health problems. Moreover, research has shown that adverse conditions of WWII,
related to the psychological stress and food shortages, could have influenced pregnancy
course and its outcomes. The main aim of this work is to present the state of the world-wise
literature on the impact of WWII on human biology with particular emphasis on the recent
Polish-Czech research on the impact of World War 11 on perinatal outcomes.

Sex Determination in Juvenile and Infant Remains Using Dimorphic Enamel Peptide
Analysis

Abstract: The determination of biological sex is fundamental to the study of past human
populations. It represents the platform by which bioarchaeologists base many subsequent
analyses, such as age-at death and stature, and interpretations about demography,
epidemiology, human identity, and social organisation. Traditional sex determination methods
in bioarchaeology are reliant on the presence of sexually dimorphic skeletal elements, which
are not always preserved in archaeological contexts, and are not reliable for assessing sex of
infants or juveniles. Using an innovative method for sex determination, it is now possible to
accurately identify the sex of infants and children. The method identifies sex chromosome-
linked isoforms of the peptide amelogenin from human tooth enamel using a minimally
destructive acid etching procedure and subsequent nanoflow liquid chromatography mass
spectrometry (nanoLC-MS). The implications of this method for our understanding of
palaeodemographics and childhood mortality and morbidity in the past are also explored.



Bio: Heidi is a 2nd year PhD student at Durham University. After completing a B.A. in
Archaeology at the Australian National University, she completed a MSc in Palaeopathology
at Durham University in 2013 and a MPH at George Washington University in 2019. Her
research focuses on biochemical analyses of human teeth for information related to sex,
migration, and health. She is also interested in exploring the integration of interdisciplinary
research between the fields of public health and palaeopathology.
