Day-to-day activities, conversations about these activities with local people — intensive
and detailed work ... world view, way of life, culture
a. treats people as knowledgeable, situated agents.... ‘real” places, communities and
people
b. detailed, immersive, inductive methodology
c. eclectic/opportunist combination of research methods
d. participant observation - what people say they do and why, and what are seen fo
do and say to others about this
e. involves tricky negotiations between researchers’ words and deeds

to study and understand better:
a. how different people understood the world and their place(s) within it
b. the routinization of everyday lives in time and space (including the  home’ ); and
c. the ways in which embodiments, memories, emotions and feelings tied together
places and social/personal identities
Qualitative research methods... Dwyer, Limb,Ley and Mountz — local economies in local
social practices, new nationalism, identity in boundary formation and exclusion, lifestyle,
sites of consumption (opposed to patterns of distribution)



Three ways of new geography’s new ethnographies:

1. categorizing subject communities

2. relating abstract theory and everyday life

3. being reflexive
