But carrying just a few extra pounds, far from being a one-way ticket to an
early grave, seems to deter the grim reaper, according to a recent review of
nearly a hundred studies involving nearly 3 million people. The review, led by
Katherine Flegal of the US Centers for Disease Control in Hyattsville,
Maryland, reported earlier this year that being "overweight” — defined as having
a body mass index (BMI) of 25 to 29 — seems to have a protective effect, with
a 6 per cent reduction in death risk compared with people with a BMI of
between 18.5 and 25. Those with BMIs over 35, however, have a higher risk
(JAMA, vol 309, p T1).

It isn't clear why being overweight might protect against an early death.
Perhaps carrying a few extra pounds in reserve helps the body fight off illness
or infection. Perhaps overweight people are more likely to receive medical
attention. Or perhaps some of those counted as "normal” had lost weight due
to serious illnesses.

Whatever the reason, Flegal says her finding is not a green light to eat all the
pies. Overweight people might be more likely to develop diseases that affect
the quality of life, for instance. Even so, it seems that a little bit of flab may
not be the crime against health it has always been made out to be.
