(words that go at the end of 2 word) to change the type
of word it is.

Prefixes

1 The following prefixes all give the meaning of NOT
when they come before a word. We often
put il- before words beginning with J ir- before
words beginning with r, and ir- before words
beginning with p. Take care with this rule thou
as there are exceptions.
