The History of a City Written in Bones: the Osteological Collection of Milan (Italy)

The importance of known (and unknown) skeletal collections in the anthropological context is
well attested by the scientific community. At the European level, the LABANOF (Laboratory
of Forensic Anthropology and Odontology) of the University of Milan, has contributed to the
creation and expansion of its own collection, called CAL (Labanof Anthropological
Collection) composed of about 7,000 skeletons spanning from the Roman age to
Contemporary times in Milan. These skeletons have already revealed the interesting evolution
of the population of this city over 2,000 years, from a demographic and ancestral point of
view, as well as regarding mortality, morbidity and disease (for example the first appearance
of syphilis in the Roman era and later tuberculosis in Late Antiquity, as well as the varying
frequency of infectious diseases and trauma). In particular, the topic of this presentation will
regard two pilot studies focused on the city of Milan: the Ca’ Granda crypt, where 2.9 million
skeletal remains of the deceased patients of the ancient central hospital of the 17" century
Milan rest; and the DOMINA project, a diachronic study on the evolution of the condition of
the women of Milan over 2,000 years narrated by their skeletal remains.

Nucleic acids analyses in forensic anthropology, Poznan

Nucleic acids are commonly used in forensic science, however the usage of them in
analyses of bones is still a novel topic. One of such possibilities is using DNA and
RNA to predict the phenotypic features which cannot be interpreted using traditional
bone analyses. Forensic DNA phenotyping is a method based on the DNA and (if
possible) RNA analyses allowing us to determine the colours and shape of soft tissues.
FDP analyses allow us to inform to some extent on eye colour, hair shape and skin
colour and tone. Moreover, body height and shape can be estimated using gene
analyses in ancient material. During the lecture the possibilities of using molecular
tools for behaviour and potential status of the person will be mentioned along with
practical applications, trouble shooting and approaches to work with difficult,
degraded material, and demonstrating potential problems for further analyses.

Biocultural adaptations of the Late Upper Paleolithic hunter gatherers of Western Europe

After settling in Western Europe around 40,000 BP, modern humans faced a number of
environmental and social challenges. The Last Glacial Maximum (LGM; ca. 20,000 BP)
marks the divide between the Gravettian, a period of substantial cultural homogeneity in
Europe, from Russia to Portugal, and the postglacial separation between the Magdalenian and
Epigravettian cultural complexes. Drawing from my previous research, the seminar will



reconstruct the lifestyle of Gravettian-Epigravettian periglacial hunter-gatherers, the
biological changes after the LGM, and will explore the interface between biological data and
ritual behavior. It has been demonstrated that Upper Paleolithic people in Europe show a high
prevalence of congenital skeletal deformities, and several authors suggest that individual with
disease, or perished in violent manner, may have received a special funerary treatment (i.e.
the burial), while most of the deaths were accommodated in other manners. | will explore the
evidence supporting this theory, detailing recent research at Arene Candide, Italy, and Cussac,
France, and comparing the evidence with famous burials in Central and Eastern Europe, such
as Dolni Véstonice and Sunghir.
